In the 1980, 1990, and 2000 decennial
censuses, the Census Bureawleased the full SF1 100 percent count dataalong with additional
tabulations including the onein-six SF3 sample. The Census Bureau did not collect additional sample
data such as the SF3 in the 2010 decennial census, so many important housing and income concepts
are not available in the 2010 Cenass.

To study these important housing and income concepts, the Census Bureau distributes the American
